At
home, allow your child to work on responsible decision making
by letting them practice and reflect on small consistent moments
such as completing homework before playing video games, or
cleaning their room when they’re asked to do so the first time.
These simple actions will help fine-tune your child’s ability to
think through consequences and the effects of various choices and
actions.
