Cold Weather & Dress Code

black). Brand name logos must be smaller than a child’s hand. Dress code collared
shirts must be worn under the sweatshirt. Sweatshirts cannot be turned inside out or
with the hood on the head. Stripes on sleeves or any kind of large print are not
allowed. A dress code check will be done each day in homeroom; after that, if a child
is out of compliance, parents will be contacted, and the violation could result in
disciplinary action. We appreciate your help in monitoring and following our school
dress code policy.
