Shirts are sold through Dragonfly and the             
in-school store (limited supplies and styles).

Students are not permitted to wear any
homemade shirts or wear any plain color shirts
or polos. 
Shirts may not be tied back or altered in any way. 
No middriffs can be exposed. 

Shirts

Students are not permitted to wear any non SPMS
sweatshirts, hoodies, and jackets.
No denim or leather jackets allowed.

Only sweatshirts, hoodies, and jackets with the
SPMS logo are allowed.     

Students may wear shorts, jeans, uniform pants,
or skirts.  
Skirts and shorts must be mid-thigh length.  

Students may not wear bedroom slippers, flip-
flops, slides, Birkenstock clogs/sandals or crocs-
like shoes.

Students may wear closed toe shoes.  
All straps and laces must be properly fastened.  

Hats, caps, visors, and sunglasses are not
permitted on school grounds. 
No bonnets, do-rags, bandanas, and items related
to grooming allowed. 
Headphones, air pods, smart glasses, or speakers
are not allowed on campus. 

Prescribed sunglasses are only permitted 
with the correct doctor provided documentation.

Students are not permitted to wear spandex,
leggings, yoga pants, bike shorts, pajama pants or
rips in jeans higher than the mid-thigh.
