To support students throughout their academic journeys, Equitable will provide 100 $5,000 annual 
scholarships that will be renewed each academic year for four years, for a total of $20,000 per 
recipient. 

Eligibility 
Applicants of the Equitable Excellence Scholarship® Program: 

• Be current high school seniors residing in one of the 50 U.S. states, District of Columbia or 
Puerto Rico who plan to enroll full-time in an accredited two- or four-year college or 
university in the United States for the entire upcoming academic year. 

• Demonstrate ambition and self-drive to give back to their communities by encouraging other 
students to pursue post-secondary attainment. 

• Be willing to provide a release to publicize their identities and information about their plans 
or achievements, along with photographs, for use in program promotion and information. 

• Have a 2.5 GPA on a 4.0 scale.
